On February 27 and 28, Madrid's troupe "Compañía Marta Górriz" takes on the entire USA with its satire, América.  Performed by Marta Górriz and directed by Christian Atanasiu, a German actor living in Spain, this superb one-woman show follows a young girl's schooldays' jealousy of her friend Macarena, whose father lives in the revered America, and whose mother wears makeup, tight t-shirts and has a house with wall-to-wall carpeting!  Performances are at 8:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday evenings, with a matinee Saturday afternoon at 3:00 p.m.  All performances are in Spanish with live English dubbing.
 

Created by actor and director through voice work, improvisation and clown theater, América, through its attitude towards the U.S., actually focuses more on conditions and circumstances in today's Spain.  Each scene twists further from reality towards slapstick, until the unexpected ending causes more shock than humor. 
 

Actor Marta Górriz's career has spanned classical venues, contemporary works, pantomime, street theater and Spanish television.
 

The 7th International Festival of Hispanic Theater, with its theme of "Theater for the People", is a Stages for All Ages production.  Each young person under 18 may attend for free when accompanied by a paying adult.  América, with references to extra-marital sex, is best suited for young people 16 and up, although its broad humor would also attract more mature younger teens.
