A Truly Disfunctional Family at La Luna's 7th Festival
 

Uruguay's Teatro de Acá brings its superb black comedy Rifar el Corazón (Heartstrings) to Gunston Arts Center Theatre II on March 5 and 6 as a part of Teatro de la Luna's 7th International Festival of Hispanic Theater.  Live English dubbing is available for all three performances.
 

Written by Dino Armas, one of Uruguay's most prolific playwrights, who has repeatedly won the Florencio Prize (the highest acclaim given annually by Uruguay's theater critics), Heartstrings is a tour de force for three actresses.  
 

Two long-alienated sisters spend their last day together before one moves to New York to live with her son.  Also onstage is the second sister's disabled daughter, who awoke one day unable to talk or care for even the most basic functions.  Through biting, cynical dialogue and the daughter's inner monologues the audience is slowly drawn into this family's problems.  Layer after layer is peeled away through comedy and drama until all three characters' emotions, hopes and fears are exposed. 
 

Playing Silvana, the sister leaving for New York, is Mary Da Cuña.  Susana Castro is the other sister Marta, and playing daughter Alicia is Soledad Gilmet, who also won the Florencio Prize for her stellar portrayal of this most difficult role.
