7TH INTERNATIONAL FESTIVAL OF HISPANIC THEATER
 


Teatro de la Luna will present two plays for children at the Instituto de México as part of its Seventh International Festival of Hispanic Theater. These plays, performed at 11:00 a.m. on Saturdays, February 14, 21, 28 and March 6, are $3 for children under twelve. Teens and adults pay $7.00. The plays are in Spanish, though understandable by non-Spanish-speakers.

 

On February 14 and 21, Teatro de la Luna will present Don Anacleto Avaro (Don Anacleto the Miser), written by famous Chilean playwright Isidora Aguirre and directed by Teatro de la Luna's Artistic Director, Mario Marcel. Don Anacleto, a miser, inherits a fortune from a long-lost relative.  In trying to figure out ways to keep his poorer neighbors from getting any of his wealth, he solicits help from the Devil.  A curse backfires, and Don Anacleto inadvertently discovers that "He who gives the most receives the most."  Teatro de la Luna suggests that this play is most appropriate for children from 2nd grade up.

 

On February 28 and March 6, Teatro de la Luna stages La Caja de Sorpresas (The Box of Surprises), written by Juan E. Acuña and directed by Agustín Nuñez.  Full of delightful puppet work, it is the story of Pintatoda, a young girl who gets up in a bad mood one day.  By her treatment of them, she makes those around her feel as badly as she does.  However, her two best friends, Amiga (Friend) and the Mago Melusino (Magician Melusino), together with a truly marvelous box of surprises and a little support from the audience, help Pintatoda realize that she can achieve whatever she wants through hard work and a positive attitude.  This production can be appreciated by even the youngest of audiences members.  

 

Audience space for these plays is limited and fills quickly, so reservations are strongly recommended.
