Teatro de la Luna is delighted to announce the extension of its 7th International Festival of Hispanic Theater with the participation of Paraguay's leading folk chanteuse, Lizza Bogado, who will perform in Spanish and Guaraní (Paraguay's native language) at the Rosslyn Spectrum Theatre for one show only on Friday, March 19 at 8:00 p.m.  As this is a vocal event, there will be no live English dubbing available.  
 

Ms. Bogado began her singing career in 1981, and quickly won an award for best soloist in the Ypacaraí Festival, the principal folk festival of Paraguay.  Since then she has received national and international acclaim, and has represented her country at many festivals, including in Argentina, Belgium, Brazil, Chile, Russia, Spain, Switzerland and the United States.  Now, more than two decades into her singing career, she is one of the best beloved and respected national folksingers.
 

In 2000 Ms. Bogado performed in various U.S. cities, including Boston, New York and at Washington, D.C.'s Millennium Stage (Kennedy Center). 
 

Besides her performing carrer, Ms. Bogado is the director of the Fundación Libre, which is dedicated to the promotion and diffusion of traditional Paraguayan folk music, dance and song to children and teens. 
 

Ms. Bogado will be accompanied by five local musicians:  Pedro Gaona (Paraguayan harp), Fernando Figueredo Maricevich (electric bass), Fernando Bou (acoustic bass), César Aquino (rhythmic guitar) and Dany Cortaza, a well-known area musician, who will play lead guitar. 
 

Also performing this evening will be the GRUPO FOLKLORICO NUEVO PARAGUAY (New Paraguayan Folklore Group) who will interpret typical Paraguayan folk dances.

12th Poetry Marathon
 

Teatro de la Luna announces its 12th annual Poetry Marathon in Spanish, "La Pluma y la Palabra" (The Pen and the Word).  This year's marathon is dedicated to the memory of the incomparable Chilean poet Pablo Neruda, on the centennial of his birth.  It will take place at the Rosslyn Spectrum Theatre on Saturday, March 20, from 2:00-9:00 p.m.  Entrance is free to all the public.  Live English dubbing will be available for selected portions of the marathon (excepting new works and singing).
 

Spanish-language poets from many countries, including several living in the Washington, D.C. area, will join to celebrate Neruda's contribution to world literature and culture.  Included in the marathon will be professional actors, interpreting many of Neruda's famous poems. 
 

Poets traveling from their native countries to take part in this unique event include Manuel Cortés Castañeda-Colombia; Margarito Cuellar and Alejandro Palma-Mexico; Fernando Operé-Spain, Gladys Ilarregui-Argentina; Orlando Rossardi-Cuba; and René Rodríguez Soriano-Dominican Republic.  Poets coming from the national capital area include Luis A.
