TEATRO DE LA LUNA, announces the final show of its 13th season, Venecia (Venice) by Argentinean Jorge Accáme.  Venecia opens May 14 at the Gunston Arts Center - Theatre Two in Arlington, Virginia, and runs through June 12 with performances Thursdays through Saturdays at 8:00 p.m. and Saturday matinees at 3:00 p.m.  Tickets are $25 for adults/$20 for students and seniors for Friday and Saturday evening performances; $18 for adults/$15 for students and seniors Thursday evenings and Saturday matinees.  Our traditional "Noche de Luna" press night and opening reception will be on Saturday, May 15, and costs $35 general admission (no student or senior discounts nor Stages for All Ages tickets available). 

 

About the Play:  Written in 1997, Venecia is a delightful light comedy centered around Gringa, an elderly 'lady of the night', whose greatest desire is to visit, and ask for forgiveness of, her one-time lover, Giacomo, in the Venice he described to her years and years ago.  But the Working Girls living in Jujuy with Gringa lack the funds to take her to Venice, and so concoct an elaborate ruse to make her think she is there.  Does the hoax backfire, or is that really Giacomo come back from the distant past?  Either way, Venecia will bring tears to the eyes, both through laughter and affection. 

 

About the Playwright:  Born in Buenos Aires in 1956, Jorge Accáme has been in Jujuy, Argentina since 1982.   Writer and professor, a Liberal Arts graduate, he teaches secondary school and is a staff member at the University.  Plays include:   Little Street Birds; House of Rock; Chingoil Compani; Suriman Attacks and Venice.  Venice (which won the Florencio Sánchez prize) has garnered extraordinary acclaim throughout Argentina and the outside world. 

 

About the Director:  Mario Marcel is no stranger to Washington area audiences.  Co-founder and Artistic Director of Teatro de la Luna, he has directed over a hundred plays for the theater, achieving critical praise for his directing, acting and set designs.  A native Argentinean, Mr. Marcel has lived and worked in the D.C. area for over 20 years.
