Continuing its program, Lunes de Luna (Mondays at La Luna), in a journey throughout Hispanic/America, Teatro de la Luna, together with the Instituto de México announces its next session of Readers' Theater, The Magistrate's Farce and Justice by Alejandro Casona. 
 

This performance is the first showcase of the Taller de Expresión Artística (Artistic Expression Workshop) which Teatro de la Luna conducts with participants from EOFULA Spanish Senior Center through the support of the Inter-American Development Bank - Solidarity Fund and the Instituto de México.  In addition to the playreading, there will be an exhibit of artistic works created by the participants, as well as a guided tour of the galleries of the Instituto de México. 
 

About the Playwright:  Alejandro Casona (1903-1965) was one of the most respected theatrical writers from the Spanish Exile and, together with García Lorca, one of the greatest comedic innovators of his time.  Self-exiled in Buenos Aires after the Civil War, he returned to Spain in the early 1960s.  His plays include Nuestra Natacha (Our Natacha), Las tres perfectas casadas (Three Perfect Wives), La dama del alba (The Lady of Dawn), La barca sin pescador  (The Fisher-less Boat), Los árboles mueren de pie (Trees Die Standing), La llave del desván (The Key to the Loft), and Siete gritos en el mar (Seven Shouts at Sea) among others.
 

About the play: In an imaginary place, a place easily imagined... in any Spanish-speaking place, a Magistrate or justice authority tries to resolve a complaint for his own benefit.  A farcical comedy, that, in the midst of all the laughter, reveals to us the corruption of biased justice.
 

A discussion will follow the playreading between the audience, the participants from EOFULA and the director.  The evening will culminate in a small reception.  Entrance is free.
