            Continente Viril / Virile Continent by award-winning Argentinean Alejandro Acobino has its U.S. premiere May 20 through June 18 at Teatro de la Luna, Gunston Arts Center - Theatre Two, 2700 S. Lang St., Arlington, VA.  The “Noche de Luna”/Press Night is on Saturday, May 21.  The play is appropriate for ages 15 up.  This production closes La Luna’s 14th season, a season of “Passion and … Remembrance”.

Storyline:  A trip to the bottom of the world; an encounter with Antarctica; a doubt:  Why are penguins committing suicide?  This broad satire combines biting attacks on society’s love of order with mankind’s current war against nature.  A dead animal concerns us, the loss of environment alarms us, but violence against man only generates silence, suspicion and misgivings. …And what about those penguins?

            About the Playwright:  Alejandro Acobino was born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, in 1969. He studied acting with various well-known Argentinean instructors and at the Municipal School of Dramatic Art, from which he graduated in 1998. He is also a graduate of playwriting from the School of Dramatic Art. In 1996 he joined the Sucesos Argentinos group, where he debuted his black comedy, Sutilessen (Subtleties). With Caballeros y Damas Negros he launched Cuando los días se marchitan (Withered as the Day), directed by well-known director José María Muscari. In 1997 he opened Volumen I (Volume I), his first work as director and co-author. In 1998 he wrote and directed Plop! o nos vamos a pique… (Plop! or we’re in Peril of…), showcased at the Emad Theater. He also writes essays and poetry. He has taken part in videos and shorts for the Center of Experimentation and Cinematographic Realization. Continente Viril won the “Germán Rozenmacher” award for new plays at the 3rd International Festival of Buenos Aires, a prize given to Argentinean playwrights under age 35 in order to motivate young playwrights.  Mr. Acobino will be coming to our area during the run of this production, and will be available for interviews.

About the Director:  Teatro de la Luna’s own Artistic Director, Mario Marcel, has been active in DC-area theater for the 20 years he’s lived here, and for many more in his native Argentina.  He has represented our area in international theater festivals, has directed well over 200 plays, and acted in numerous others.  Mr. Marcel most recently directed Venecia (Venice) for Teatro de la Luna.

Teatro de la Luna, founded in 1991, serves as a mouthpiece for Hispanic theater “with the best Latin American flavor”.  Celebrating artistic and cultural traditions, Teatro de la Luna promotes the diffusion and production of today’s best and emerging Spanish-language theatrical artists.  

In addition to its regular live English dubbing, sign language interpretation (ASL) will be provided during two Saturday matinees (June 11 and 18 at 3 pm) of Continente Viril.  We also offer childcare for children over 4, with 24 hours notice, during our matinees.  A post-performance discussion, led by guest moderators and interpreted into English, will take place every Friday.
