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About the Author:  One of Uruguay’s most prolific writers, Dino Armas has written over 30 plays and has won numerous awards, including the Florencio – which is equivalent to the Tony.  His plays have been seen worldwide and have been staged by dozens of companies.  Like many of his plays, Heartstrings revolves around current issues and language, and combines sharp humor with sentiment.  Alvaro Luoreiro, one of Uruguay’s preeminent theatrical critics, has written about Armas:  “Dino Armas can be defined as a profound theatrical connoisseur, both within and without, with a powerful intuition to capture colloquialisms and, through them, knock down the walls of custom and enter into those worlds of grotesque, absurdism and poetry.”
About the Play:  Two sisters, separated for years, spend their last day together before one leaves to live with her son in New York.  Also onstage is one sister’s disabled daughter, who awoke one day unable to speak or care for herself following an unwanted pregnancy.  Through sharp, cutting dialogue and the daughter’s spoken inner monologues the audience is submerged in this family, where humor and tenderness alternate with cynicism and tears.  Augmenting the production is the live piano music, performed by Alex Alburqueque
